Many of the Pilgrims who were signed up and scheduled for the November Weekend were
identified and developed through the Information Sessions held at many of your Churches early this
summer and even into the early fall. For those of you who have effectively used those sessions, NOW is
the time to do it again!

I am writing to you in regard to the cancellation of the Fall Walks due to the lack of enough Pilgrims. I
know that we all pray that it will never happen again. God bless you for your sponsorship, the act of

a true disciple. When you approached your Pilgrim you were not there alone; the Holy Spirit was with you
both. Your Pilgrim said "yes" to God and to you. Your Pilgrim trusts both you and Jesus. A great way to
keep the enthusiasm and commitment for the Walk that you both look forward to in the Spring is to invite
your Pilgrim to your group reunion now. If you are not presently grouping invite your Pilgrim to group
with you. It may be the start of a great new reunion group.

I invite you to read and pray about the following quote from the Fourth Day Book, a book that you
received on your weekend (p. 40). It says,"Remember that the Walk to Emmaus is just one part of your life
in grace. The whole weekend is directed toward the hope that once you have experienced this Christian
ideal, you will meet in special Christian communities and share how Christ is working in your life. These
special communities are called group reunions. The group reunion is one of the greatest treasures of the
Emmaus movement. It helps you persevere in the life of grace and hold onto those valuable aspects of the
weekend when you return to your life in the world. The group reunion serves the life of the Emmaus
community.”

This is done with great success in Cursillo when there are too many candidates for a weekend. When the
candidates “group” prior to the weekend they come to their weekend enthused and have a greater response
as a table member.

Matthew 18:19-20 tells us "Again I say to you, if two of you agree on earth about anything they ask, it will
be done for them by my Father in heaven. For where two or three are gathered in my name, there am I
among them." And Hebrews 10: 24-25 tells us "And let us consider how to stir up one another to love and
good works, not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another, and all
the more as you see the Day drawing near."

I believe that if all sponsors of the now-committed Pilgrims stay in touch with their Pilgrim(s), this can,
and will, be the Walk that Jesus had planned. Please continue to pray daily, and with your Pilgrim, for
Spirit-filled Spring Walks. Jesus will be with us as we are gathered in His name. Remember when you
asked your Pilgrim to attend the Walk, the Holy Spirit was there.
